The Inevitable Crash

Crashes happen for all kinds of reasons, other
motorists, sand or gravel in the road, spastic animals, but
on group rides they seem to happen mostly because of
riders' mental errors. Pay special attention to your riding
and back off a little bit on your pace, especially after
longer stops like lunch or afternoon tea. On hot or cold
days, be aware of what fatigue, dehydration, and
hypothermia can do to your skills over time. If you see
another rider suddenly acting strangely on the road, give
them some more space, or if you're really worried for
them, make a safe pass, look for a likely spot, then pull
over smoothly to have a quick self-evaluation.

If a rider in your line of sight crashes, it is critical
that you maintain your concentration and completely
ignore the crash, then calmly and smoothly find a place to
pull over and stop or turn around being careful to not endanger those behind you. No
need to panic, that rider won't be going anywhere for a few minutes. They're not going
to get any more injured or dead or crashed just because you didn't slam on your brakes
and grind to a halt in the gravel shoulder. Don't exacerbate the situation by panicking.

Understand too that the rider behind you who just saw his or her first motorcycle
crash is no longer at 100 percent attention. Make it easy for that person. Find a safe
place to pull over, signal your intentions, flash your brake light, and make sure there's
room for everyone to stop, just the way a ride leader would do. The key is to remain
calm and forget about the crash until you have your bike parked safely off the roadway.
Concentrate on the task at hand first. Don't make the crash worse by causing another.

A rider who crashes should generally quit the group ride and go home. (On a
longer tour, of course, this is not so easy. Then it'd be best to hang it up for the day.)
Putting your pride and joy into the weeds is troubling to most people, and for the rest of
the day their head will probably not be in the game. That person needs to cool off,
collect themselves, and then head for home on the easiest route possible. It is usually a
good idea to send someone else along, just in case of mechanical trouble or latent
injuries.

If your brain is up for the challenge, it's a nice gesture to offer to lead someone
home. After a crash, a rider will be mentally replaying the events over and over and will
likely forget about riding and forget about the road altogether. Offer to lead the rider
home and give him or her specific instructions: "Follow me." It will then be your job to
ride for both of you. It's not hard. In fact, it's very much like leading a group ride,
except you know the person behind you.

Marin Headlands

Sunday September 27 — After Chapter meeting ride.

Our ride will take us on the beautiful Hwy 37 along the Dutchman Slough to Hwy 101 then
South past Novato to the Ignacio Blvd. exit. We will turn right, go through the next light then
turn into the Super Market parking lot on the right, where we will take a little break. There are
several places to buy food to go, for lunch at the Marin Headlands. Not too many places to pee.
(can | say that?) So think about that before leaving Jack & Linda’s.

After the break we will be heading to the Golden Gate Bridge, not onto the Bridge! | know
some of you have a problem distinguishing between to and past. Anyway just before the GGB
turn right at the Sausalito exit (if you don’t see the GGB yet, don't take that exit!) and follow the
signs to the Marin Headlands. (right left right) You should now be on Conzelman Rd. heading
West with the water on your left. At the “"T” turn right onto Field Rd. If you go left you will soon
go past the road to the light house, which is closed, then to the end where you will have to turn
around on some very large gravel. Once you are on Field Rd. take the next real road left
(Bunker Rd.) and go to the end of the Rodeo Lagoon. There are a few picnic tables and more
important flush toilets there! (For those who still get lost we will be having a special class
covering: before, after, at, left, right to name a few. Sign up early to guarantee seating.)

You will be 20 or 30 yards to a sandy beach so bring your swim suits, binoculars and
cameras. The binoculars can also be used to see the pelicans and other birds that use the
lagoon. For those who haven't visited the Marin Headlands there is a spectacular view of the
west side of the Golden Gate Bridge and coast line. There are also many bunkers built from
1905 on. Some housed 12" hidden guns that could rise up over a berm to shoot a 1,100 Ib.
projectile 8 miles. In 1940 covered bunkers and 16” guns that could shoot 27 miles replaced the
smaller 12” guns.

After lunch there are plenty of things to see. Then go home. There will be Race activity
at Infineon Raceway at Hwy 37. | think we will miss the traffic going but not going home.
Taking the Richmond-San Rafael Bridge will avoid that but you will have to pay a toll at the
Carquinez Bridge. If we avoid Hwy 37 completely some with have to pay two tolls. Bring your
fast tracks.

Ride often and be safe while riding your motorcycle.
